Peter may like
to address members or answer
questions during General Business
with an update. | thank Peter for
his passion in promoting and ex-
plaining the insurance minefield to
our members over the past 2 years.
Peter was able to see many clients
as his Company had a stand at the
Industry Show in Sydney.

Contracts: Members are reminded
to secure their sites with Associa-
tion approved Contracts, as there is
presently a Company out there
moving in on occupied sites, with
unrealistic income share proposi-
tions, thereby securing the site. So
in the near future they attract the
unsuspecting public to commit to a
‘business proposition’ which none

of us would touch with a ’40 foot
pole’. This diverts our attention to
securing our sites instead of run-
ning our businesses.

“Investor Selling” is caveat emptor
“let the buyer beware”, but this is a
two edged sword as to secure the
Investor, they need sites, so we all
loose except the so called Com-
pany offering the opportunity of a
lifetime. You don’t have to guess
whose sites are approached after
all vacant sites are absorbed.

There is a person, first name David,
who is investigating the conduct of
this one particular company with a
view to bringing their behaviour to
an abrupt end. He has advised that
this company is shifting its offices to
SE Qld as we speak and has begun
poaching key sites on the Gold
Coast. No doubt, Brisbane will fol-
low. David’s broader investigation
was initiated by a client who has
invested around $130,000 of bor-
rowed money with the company on
the strength of claims of unrealistic
returns on investment, which, sub-
sequently, were never remotely
achieved. This client will possibly
be bankrupted by this investment.
This marketing pattern has been
repeated dozens of times through-
out Australia with many investors
losing their retirement savings or
worse.

This company’s printed marketing
material indicates returns of up to
72.5%. We're in the right business
but we are obviously doing some-
thing wrong!

The South East Qld market will now
be under intense attack with exist-
ing operators very likely to lose key
sites and battle to retain others.
This will probably continue for a
couple of years until the investor
base dries up.

David and his strategy is de-
signed to end this problem very
quickly to avoid further damage
to the industry and to protect
more “mom and pop” investors
from significant losses.

His actions will also provide de-
fensive strategies for legitimate
operators under attack.

David is seeking nominal support
from legitimate industry mem-
bers. Contact me and | will pass
on your details.

Our industry suffers negative
publicity every time this type of
activity occurs, thereby frighten-
ing new investors into our indus-
try. That means less opportunity
to sell our businesses when the
time arrives.

Community Service Project:
Your Association had a request
from the Gold Coast Traffic Of-
fenders Program (GCTOP), ask-
ing if we could help with a Driv-
ing Machine to be used in con-
junction with this program. Mr
Vince Ditton was appointed by
the Board to investigate this
proposition, and after looking into
the details felt this was a worth-
while project.

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ELECTRICAL SAFETY ACT AMENDMENTS

As of the 1% March 2006,
the Electrical Safety
Amendment Regulation
(No 1) 2006 applies to our
industry in Queensland, and
will apply, | have been told,
to all States in the future.
So be prepared.

This means that all amuse-
ment machines/devices con-
nected to a 240 volt supply
must be tested and tagged
every six months, unless
double insulated, which
would have to be done
every twelve months.

Additionally, all machines/
devices must be protected
through a residual current
device (R.C.D)/safety
switch that complies with
AS/NZS 3760.

In short, if the building/
machine site does not have
safety switch protection in-
stalled with their 240 volt
power outlets you will not
comply with the new legis-
lation.

The electrical safety inspec-
tors will have the right to
have your machine/device
disconnected and sticker it
as not being in compliance

with the Act. Penalties also
can apply in this situation.

If a site/building does not
have safety switches in-
stalled, you can arrange for
a qualified electrician to in-
stall a safety switch power
outlet in place of the exist-
ing power outlet that would
provide the necessary pro-
tection and comply with the
amended Act. Portable
safety switches will not
comply with the new regu-
lations. It must be a fixed
device.

We encourage all members
to be diligent in complying
with these new regulations.
Residual current devices/
safety switches have proven
to be one the most effective
measures, in recent times,
to limit personal injury in
accidents involving the
mains supply.
