A request was received from a
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G.S.T. proposal revisited

member at the A.G.M to revisit the
G.S.T. As a result of this request,
| have made contact with Mr Mark
West of McCullough Robertson
who championed our cause in
1999, and conducted seminars in
Sydney and Brisbane. He
explained the new system and
how it would affect our
businesses.

Mark also oversaw the current
Association’
Australia wide.

My idea is to request Mark to
prepare a background document,
with  which to formulate an
approach to the Australian
Government with a view to
addressing the inequity our
industry has struggled under, not
being able to add the 10% GST at
the coin entry of our equipment.

As we all know, technology offers
change, having coin mechanisms
that give change (such as drink
and food vending machines), but
our industry operates under totally
different parameters.

World wide on all amusement
equipment, the prices of play are
multiples of whole coins/notes,
with no change given. The intent
of the G.S.T. is meant to be
passed on to the end user
(public). Our case is vastly
different as this is impossible.

As a result of our pricing, we have
always lagged behind other
industries to increase price of
play, i.e. we have always been the
last to increase the cost of play,
as we must increase to the next
whole coin, e.g. 20c, $1, $2, or the
next coin available.  The public
would resist having to add the
GST to the price of play and
would simply walk away from the
machines and, as such, would
make them totally unviable.

While there is no similarity

between us and the Gaming
Industry, but on the method of
crediting the machine, there is.
Governments have realised you
cannot expect the public to add
the GST to the price of play on

For example pricing on Pinball
play has not increased since
1990, set at $1 a play or 3 plays
for $2. Out of this we now pay
10% GST — not recoverable.

With a change of Government,
there just maybe a sympathetic
ear to our situation.

Information from operators as
to their net loss or gain, after
input credits have been
adjusted, would be essential to
formulating a creditable
submission.

A suggestion, to ensure
confidentially, could be achieved
by having all submissions sent
directly to Mr West with his
approval, for collation in an
evidenced based proposal for
presentation to the relevant
Government Departments.

The success or failure of this
exercise, will depend on the co-
operation of operators/
Distributors, etc., backing this
project and submitting their
details to Mark.

As a foot note and explanation to
previous submissions. This
commenced with an approach to
Mr Kevin Rudd MHR, in 2000, to
present
our industry in Parliament. Kevin
requested and received all the
information we were in possession

of at the time, and willingly
presented this in Parliament on our
behalf which is recorded in Hansard
for posterity.

A background to Kevin Rudd. As
Kevin Rudd was our Federal
Member for Griffith up to 2004 when
a redistribution had once again
placed us in a new and adjoining
electorate. Being a constituent in
his electorate, | have witnessed his
entrance into Public Office to the
present time. His achievements to
my knowledge was his commitment
to the people in Griffith. With the
changed flight path over his
electorate delivering more planes,
noise, pollution etc, he single-
handedly put his money where his
mouth is. Some $30,000 + later to
defend his argument, he was taken
to court, etc over his
representations to have the new
runway at Brisbane Airport
changed.

He spent many Saturdays around
his electorate under an umbrella
with 2 chairs, to meet and
understand his electorate. If there
was any legitimate cause presented
to him, he would actively involve
himself to achieve an equitable
outcome. This could be Australia
Post removing Letter Boxes within
his electorate, or presenting
petitions for electors and many
other activities we will never know,
eg Push Bikes for community
prizes.
