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Redemption Stock Display-

The Main Attraction In Any Family Entertainment Centre!

The overall presentation of
your store is very important.
This is what attracts customers
into your store and also what
makes them stay. In order to
have the presentation of your
store at its peak, all aspects of
the store need to be considered
including your redemption
stock.

These days customers are ex-
pecting the same type of pres-
entation that they see in any
retail store. Really if you think
hard about it, we are a retail
store. Not only do they expect
to see a nicely presented dis-
play, they also expect value
and quality from the prizes on
offer.

The crucial element to redemp-
tion stock is that it is appropri-
ate for the clientele that you are
trying to attract. There is no
point in having a large selec-
tion of prizes for adults when
the main clientele are between
ages 8 and 18.

There will be items of stock
that are favourites and relate to
all age groups. But it is impor-
tant to keep up with trends and
maintain variety. This does not
mean that you have to buy ex-
pensive stock. It just means
you have to shop around for
the best
to ask for a discount, especially
if you regularly buy off the
same supplier. And learn to
buy in bulk.

price.

If you have a stock item that
you know always sell why not
buy in bulk? This stops you
from having to constantly buy
the same thing and you may be
able to negotiate on the price.
But beware, if you decide to
buy an item in bulk that is just
a current fad then you may be
left with a whole heap of stock
that you canot
matter the amount of discount,

i f you canodt ge
worth a whole lot.

When purchasing stock it is
important to apply your cost to
ticket (markup) ratio so you
know if this is a feasible stock
item.

Is the customer going to want
this item at the ticket value you
are going to put on it? Each
company has their own way of
figuring this out. The quality of
stock is also an important fac-
tor. A customer does not want
to walk out the door of your
store and their prize is already
broken. They wo
with redemption games if they
are not going to walk away
with something at least half
decent.

Another way to improve your
stock is to have your displays
set up in a manner that are ap-
peBliogtdcustomers. Adus- a i
tomer wants to see an abun-
dance of stock. There are ways
to make your stock to look

more plentiful than it really is.

By using props your stock lev-
els can look much greater. The
more full your shelves look,
the more appealing it is to your
customer.

You know from personal ex-
perience if you walk into a re-
tail outl et that
nice full shelves you notice

that partieuliarcaspect of then d
shop, what do you think? That
shoprisi nat traglifig very well i t
and the customer thoughts con-
tinue to other things.

This gives bad vibes to the cus-
tomers and limits the return
trade side of things. So the
same rules apply to all Amuse-
ment Centres.

Customers notice when your
stock levels are low. When you
display an item make sure you
have several of the same item
on the shelf. Having several of
the same item on the shelf cuts
down on variety looks great
and the customer is forced to
ﬁhﬁotse fr8n(‘5 q hﬁlngfpl of items
rather than a vast array of dif-
ferent things.

By all means keep a variety of
items but choose to only display
several items at one time. It
looks more appealing and also
cuts down of the amount of time
you spend serving that customer.
A displays should have a cer-
tain degree of colour in them to
catch the
