The Community Liaison Scheme of the Office of Film and Literature Classification (OFLC) has a regular program of checking
the compliance with classification laws of computer games for sale or hire in each State and Territory of Australia.

Recent checks of computer games at family entertainment centers/amusement parlours have identified a number of games

which are unclassified or which display incorrect or no classification markings. Consequently we have taken this opportunity
write to distributors of computer games family entertainment centers/amusement parlours to remind you of your legal obliga-
tions under the national classification scheme.

Each State and Territory has classification legislation which sets out how computer games can be played, sold, hired, demon
strated and advertised in their respective jurisdictions.

It is an offence under each State and Territory to play or sell/hire, whether by retail or wholesale, an unclassified compute
game. Identical versions of a previously classified computer game do not require classification. You may sell/hire aly identi
version of a previously classified computer games, irrespective of its platform, using prior classifications and congener adv

To determine if a version of the computer game has a previous classification, check the OFLC classification database at
www.oflc.gov.au. This database displays the production details (title, publisher, developer and production company,), duratio
classification and consumer advice of computer games that have been previously classified.

If the details of a previously classified computer game vary from the version you want to sell/hire you must submit the com-
puter game for classification. A variation in classification details may include either the addition or deletion of artypconte
game levels. Information about how to apply for a classification of a computer game can be obtained from the OFLC website

Itis a legal requirement that a classified game display the classification marking which includes the classificatioroand the
sumer advice,-MbderaxampkeeefiMvi ol enceo.

2005. Computer games classified before 26 May 2005 can display either the old or new markings, however any game classif
on or after this date must display the new markings.

You can download the classification markings from the OFLC website and obtain information about the requirements for their
display on machines.
