LIABILITY - CLAIMS MADE

With effect from the 1 September 2002 all Liability cover issued through Dominion Underwriting Agents for the
AMOA Insurance scheme was issucd on what is known as a “Claims Made” wording. This type of cover was the
only option on offer by the underwriters through Dominion until late 2004 when they opted to 1ssue policies on the
more traditional “Occurrence” basis.

This has significant implications for policyholders and although the issue was detailed in our invoices to you and
policy wordings we feel it is important to raise again to ensure you fully understand the significance.

Occurrence

The terms "occurrence" and "claims made” are applied in determining whether or not a policy will respond to a
particular claim. We will commence by looking at an "occurrence wording", which has generally been the type of
wording that has applied to Public and Products liability insurance. Such a policy will contain wording along the
lines of "the msurer will pay a claim for legal liability il the event that gives rise to the claim occurs during the
period of insurance"”. Of course this is subject to satisfying all terms and conditions of the policy, but the critical
point in referring to occurrence wordings is the fact that the event that gives rise to the claim must occur during the
period of insurance for the policy to respond.

In the case of hability, which often involves litigation, it can be some time after the event occurring before hability
is determined. Under an occurrence wording it is the policy in force at the time of the event that responds to
the claim.

Claims Made

The alternative i1s a “"claims made wording", which is the type of wording that has gencrally been applied to
Professional Indemnity, Directors and Officers, and Association Liability insurance policies. These policies will
contain wording such as "the insurer will pay for loss for which the insured is legally liable to pay on account of
any claim first made against the insured during the period of cover, and which is notified to the insurer during the
period of cover”. Again, this is subject to satisfying all terms and conditions of the policy, but for claims made
wordings the critical point is that the claim for legal lability is first made upon the insured during the period
of cover.

As your future Liability insurance will be switching from a "claims made" to an "occurrence based” policy, there s
a risk that future claims arising out of incidents that occurred before you changed your insurance will not be
covered. (Incidents leading to a claim that occurred before the “Claims Made” expired but are not notified until
after the policy expiry date cannot be made under the expired policy or the new “Occurrence™ policy. Additional
insurance needs to be negotiated to protect yourself against this, in the form of "Run Off" cover from your old
"Claims Made" insurer or retrospective cover under your "Oc¢currence " policy,

We will be addressing this with each individual policyholder as their respective insurances fall due for renewal.

IMPORTANT

To minimise the chance of a claim falling into the “gap” in cover is absolutely essential that you report any incident
that involves any person injuring themselves (however slightly) on or around your premises or machines. Any such
incident should be reported to this office immediately with as much detail as you can manage. Where yvou have
machines at “floating™ locations you should ensure that you have the cooperation of the owner/occupier of those
premises in advising you of any such incidents,
