I don’t 

know whether it is just mine or 

not, but between down lights 

and those two fuses that go be-

tween them, they are always 

needing new ones. For a com-

pany that has operated in the 

past  -  to have no handles on a 

machine as awaked as these 

things are to move, is a bit of a 

tragedy.  This makes it difficult 

for people with vans and places 

with low height entrances which 

is a part of life for some people 

who operate.  Luckily I don’t 

have any downhill sites.

Heard of 

one with Cadbury roses in it as 

the prize, doing slightly better 

than a Chocolate Factory in an 

arcade. It might be a shining 

light or a one hit wonder -  who 

knows?  Yet, but I think that 

unless it comes with air condi-

tioning for our hot summers, it 

will have to be in a very cool 

building to avoid product fail-

ure, or you would have to find 

some prize that would work in 

it, without needing air condi-

tioning, to survive.

At that price for what video 

games are earning as to their 

cost to purchase, and the same 

old problem still exists here.  

Two months after its arcade 

release, it is for sale at K mart 

for $39.95 or there abouts and 

we are asked to pay $5000 plus 

for the R & D for version 5.  

How much would be R & D 

when you are just adding on and 

taking off different characters 

and a few new backgrounds and 

moves etc. 

Ghost Squad out for a while 

now and seems to have been a 

runaway hit in some locations. 

At Timezone Surfers Paradise 

there is either 6 or 8 of them in 

there.  

Maximum Tune 2  - same again 

- has been out for a while now 

and doing mixed business for 

operators, but way out of most 

operators’ league with what 

these games cost, as to what 

they will earn in return. 

Fast and the Furious - a new 

driving game that was at Time-

zone Surfers the other day looks 

quite impressive and so would 

be the price tag. Luckily Juan 

has a huge flow of people to 

cover the costs of it. And the 

other one there called Nickel 

Tunes  is just doing O.K. as it 

more of a kids game.  Great 

game if you have a lot of kids 

and kids parties.  

 

Pinballs : 

Grand Prix:  Have played it a 

couple of times and it looks 

good, plays good, but unfortu-

nately it isn’t.
