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CLASSIFICATION LABELS

On the 26 May 2005, new
coloured classification
markings were introduced
for arcade video games.

Classifications do not apply
to mechanical games such as
pinball machines, basketball,
dance, skill testers or re-
demption games.

But with all the articles in
past collectors, there are
people not doing the labeling
or incorrectly labeling their
machines.

The Community Liaison
Scheme of the Office of
Film and Literature Classifi-
cation has a regular program
of checking the compliance
with the classification laws
of computer games for sale
or hire in each state and
territory in Australia. The
OFLC has written to dis-
tributors and Amusement
Centres to remind them of
their legal obligations.

Recent checks by the OFLC
identified a number of
games which are unclassi-
fied or incorrectly displayed
or no classification markings
at all.

On behalf of the Associa-

tion, 1 would like to appeal
to all members to act on
this issue and if anyone
knows of any members or
non-members who are igno-
rant of the situation to ad-
vise them to act immedi-
ately.

It is an offence under each
state and territory laws to
play sell or hire whether by
retail or wholesale, an un-
classified arcade game. It is
therefore a prudent meas-
ure for distributors to play
their part by issuing labels
at point of sale and alerting
the operators about all
their video games being la-
beled.

The 0G6, o0PGO
fications are advisory only
and there are no legal age
restrictions regarding who
can play these arcade
games. It should be remem-
bered however, that paren-
tal guidance is recom-
mended for P.G. arcade
games and M arcade games
are not recommended for
people under 15 years of
age. MA15+ is a legally re-
stricted classification.

There are restrictions on

the availability to play
MA15+ games in a public

place in all states and terri-
tories.

Sony’s six-year-old PlayStation2 has
seen off fierce competition from
newly launched competitors to take
the crown as the top-selling video
game console in a market that
topped $1 billion in Austrulia in
2006.

Sony sold 122,639 PS2 machines
in the last three months of last year,
said Daniel Morse, a games analyst
at industry watcher GfK. Nintendo
sold 51,744 Wiis in the three weeks
following its December 8 launch and
Microsoft sold 45,036 Xbox360s,
considered 4 technologically
superior platform to the PS2 and
Wii, in the final quarter of the year.

“If we had more consoles we
could have sold more,” said
Nintendo spokesman Vispi Bhopti.
“Qur focus is to grow the industry
and get new audiences.”

A large part of Sony's success
comes down 1o pricing. When it was
launched in 2000 the PS2 sold for
$750, Today it sells for just $199 and
some retailers have dropped it as low
as S$169. “We're tapping & new
audience,” said Sony Computer
Entertainment Australia snd New
Zealand managing director Michael
Ephraim, ‘“The fate entry consumer
is @ totally different demographic.””

Nintende’s Wii sells for $399, and
the Xbox360 for more than $650,
Both are eclipsed by the forth-
coming PlayStation3, which will sell
for close to $1000 when it launches
in March this year.

as PlayStation3 hits the market,
“Price reductions are part of the
console business,’” said Mr Ephraim.
He would not say when price cuts are
expected, or how much they will be,

can support several hundred thousand
rewrites. The process will start to
slow down once your device starts to
age, but all in all, it will probably last
for quite some time.

Now, all of that does depend on a few
factors though. For example, how
often you do rewrites, the size of the
data you save, how much you use
your flash drive for anything else, the
speed of your computer, etc.

While some things will determine
how many cycles you will get out of a
flash drive, you have to keep in mind
that either way, you will be getting
your money's worth.

Even 100,000 rewrites would be do-
ing that, let alone several of them.
Take it as you will!
