Well here we go again, had a
good Christmas trading thanks
to the drought breaking rain in
Queensland and am now checking
the bank balance to see if I can
pay the taxes which are now due
and will leave me bare again.

From the Internet comes bad
news from overseas.

US ALBUM SALES PLUNGE IN
2007.

If only Christmas came a few
times a year for the fast-fading
US music industry.

Total album sales plunged 15% in
2007, and retailers waited until
October for the vyear's top
release, California tenor Josh
Groban’'s holiday themed
"NOEL"., according to sales data
issued on Thursday by industry
tracker Nielsen SoundScan.

Sales of physical and digital
albums tumbled to 500.5 million
units, as the music industry was
pillaged by piracy and
competition from other forms of
entertainment like videogames,
industry experts said.

It marked the lowest tally and
the steepest decline since
Nielsen began publishing
estimates based on point-of -
sales data in 1993. The peak
year in that time was 2000,
when sales reached 785 million
units.

Things are likely to get worse

for the next 4 or 5 years
Nashville Industry experts say.
They concluded that the
industry wasted too much time
and goodwill battling digital
distribution of music, and "We've
lost a whole generation of kids"
who grew up downloading free
music and cannot fathom paying
for it. Maybe it's going to be
another five years before the
music industry comes up with a
viable pricing plan that allows
fans to download songs with no
copying restrictions, they say.

(I hear of a person returning
from China with 100 DVD Discs
at $2 each. Some discs were not
branded, some had wrong
branding, and some sealed cases
were empty.

Universal music Group is the top
distributor at 31.9% of total
album sales.

Sony Music Entertainment runs
second with 25% share of the
market.

Warner Music Group runs third
with 20.3% of the market.

EMI Group runs fourth with
9.4% market share. The labels
new owners have warned
artists they could be dropped
if they do not work hard
enough for their money.

The United States is the world's
top music market, accounting for
about one-third of sales.

The new full size version of the
crane, Angelito, with major
prize bonus lockers, is proving to
be quite a success. The machine
operates as a
standard crane for
the top half of the
machine but also has
seven major prize
lockers underneath.

e

Keys for each locker
are attached to
individual prizes in
the crane section & if
a prize is won with
the key attached,
then the player can
open the major prize
locker with the
corresponding
numbered key.

Once the key is inserted &
turned to open the door &
remove the prize, the key cannot
be removed from the lock
without using a special insert
key, which is held by the
operator.

When the operator collects the
machine, he simply places
another major prize in the
locker, inserts the tool into the
key, locks the door, removes the
key from the lock & attaches
the key to another prize in the
crane section.

Although all sorts of prizes can
be used in the crane section, we
have found that the best
returns, so far, are generated
by using capsule prizes. The
seven major prize locker keys
can be placed inside seven

capsules. Using approximately
300 (66mm) capsules in the
crane section, the Kkeyed

capsules are placed randomly
throughout.

Auto percentaging is
used to increase, or
decrease the chances of
winning. Using a total
prize value of around
'$450 and the auto
percentaging Tfacility,
the machine can
generate from $1200 to $1800
(depending on adjustments
made) at $2 per play, if all the
capsules are used.

Of course, there are probably
plenty of other methods of use
for the machine, which should
keep its income generating
capabilities at performing over a
long period of time.

Using all steel construction to
protect the major prizes & with
lockers that are illuminated to
show the prizes, the machine
presents well & is extremely
durable.

Of course, for those who prefer
the more traditional crane
machines, Toy Story & Extra
Play in standard, large & jumbo
versions are still proving to be
extremely good value for money.
Starting in price from under

$3000, it's hard not to generate a
good return.

For those who desire large
feature pieces, the Moving Castle
cranes (8 player & 4 player
versions) with moving carousel &
the ability to install your own
background music, are proving to
be a real winner, They are not
cheap but neither are dedicated
arcade games. However, a well
presented feature crane will
probably have a much longer
operating life, than most other
forms of dedicated arcade games.

If you are still hesitant about
trying prize redemption games,
then it's safe to say that you are
definitely missing out on
maximizing your income.
